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1. You can use octave patterns for so many things on guitar. Knowing your octave positions will first help you

know where your notes are better all over the neck.

2. You can also use octaves for lead playing- using any scale like the major scale, you can move up and
down the neck with the major scale patter WWHWWWH. Be familiar with the notes on the top two strings and

you'll learn your octaves fast.
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This is an Octave pattern on guitar. This pattern will work anywhere on the neck.
